


The concept of your electric bill is easy enough 
to understand: you are billed for the amount of 
electricity you use.  But sometimes your electric 
use is unexpectedly high, leaving you wondering 
what happened.  Let us help you figure it out!  

We have added a new feature to our online bill 
pay system that lets you view your electricity use 
by day, month or year.  The new feature gives 
plenty of options, including looking at bar graphs, 
charts, outside temperatures and historical data.  
You can check your use up through the previous 
day as often as you like so you can avoid any 
surprises when your statement comes.  The new 
feature is up and functioning and is updated daily, 
Monday - Friday.  To access it, simply log on to 
the online bill pay system.  If you have not tried 
out our online bill payment, now is a good time 
to become familiar with it. Go to our website at 
www.scecnet.net and click on the online bill pay 
icon at the top of the screen to begin.

Remember the 10-
10-Ten when you 
spiff up your yard 
this spring.   
Keeping electric utility equipment free 
of interference from trees and vegetation 
is essential for the delivery of electricity 
and for safety.

•  Plant new trees and shrubs at least 
10 feet away from power poles and 
lines.

•  Transplant existing trees outside 
the 10 foot utility maintenance area.

•  Never plant or place anything 
closer than 10 feet to utility 
equipment such as green ground-level 
transformer boxes.

Why are ten feet so important?
Overhead electric lines may be broken 
by falling limbs, damaged by repeated 
momentary contacts with limbs or may 
grow hot from limbs rubbing repeatedly 
against them.  The result is unplanned 
power outages, short disruptions in the 
electric supply causing blinking lights, a 
potential fire threat and a safety threat to 
co-op personnel and the general public.  
Additionally, plant and tree growth in 
close proximity to electric lines provides 
an easy and dangerous route to the lines 
for wildlife such as squirrels or for tree-
climbing children who do not realize the 
limb they are on may drop down to touch 
a line when it bears body weight.

Remember that buried utility lines 
may be present on your property.  
Call Digger’s Hotline at 811 to have 
underground utilities marked before 
you dig.
